It is agreed between the undersigned and the Exhibitor and event Producers, Wellness Productions, Co., also referred to as WPC, as follows:

EXHIBITOR REGISTRATION AND MOVE IN: Set up of your exhibit begins at 4:00PM on Friday, April 16, 2010, and must be complete by 7:30 PM.
Any exhibit which is not complete by 7:30 PM prior to event day may be dismantled in preparation for opening the event the next morning. In this
case, the fee for that exhibit space will be forfeited. Please be sure to communicate with us should you not be able to make this deadline and we
will do our best to work with you.

Return to prepare and man your exhibit no later than one-half hour prior to the official Event Time, but no earlier than one hour prior.

All exhibits must be ready for the opening of the Expo, and kept attractive and clean the entire course of the Expo. Exhibitor shall limit display to
assigned space. No materials can be hung or attached on decorator’s drapes. Special hanging hooks are available upon request.

Exhibits are to be manned at all times during show hours (excluding the closing concert, which is optional), unless express written consent is
given prior to the event. Absolutely no dismantling of exhibits may begin until 15 minutes after official show hours ends each day.

NO EARLY BREAKDOWNS!

Exhibit space will be occupied by only the company with contract for space unless written permission from Expo Producers. No space may be
sublet or shared without written consent of the Expo Producers. Sharing your space with another person or organization without consent of
Producer may result in a fine of at least, but not limited to, an additional exhibit space.

All booths must be dismantled, and areas cleaned of debris within one hour following the show’s end. Exhibitors agree not to dismantle until 15
minutes after the closing time without prior express written permission. Any damage done to building, furnishings, etc. must be reported and paid
for by responsible party.

OFFICIAL SHOW HOURS. Saturday 10A-7P, Sunday 11A-6P. Exhibitors will be admitted into the Hall up to one hour prior to the show each day.
Please be in place no later than 15 minutes prior to and after the show. (EXCEPTION: The final event of the expo is a concert, which is optional.)
Exhibitor agrees not to vacate their exhibit space during official show hours.

Exhibitors using electricity must furnish their own electrical cords. Only those who have reserved electricity in their application may use power.

SAFETY/FIRE REGULATIONS. Exhibitor agrees to abide by the City Fire Prevention Code and the Exhibit Hall fire regulations. The use, display or
storage of flammable liquids or gas must be approved by the Fire Marshal in writing. Open flames or smoke-emitting materials are prohibited. All
aisles and entrance doors will be under the control of the Producer. Merchandise, displays, signs, or other property of Exhibitors may not extend
into aisles to obstruct the view of other spaces or aisles. IMPORTANT: The Fire Marshall prohibits open flames or burning incense, candles, etc.

SOUND/VIDEO DEVICES: The use of devices for mechanical reproduction of sound or music is permitted (up to 85 decibels), but must be
controlled. Sound of any kind must not be projected outside the confines of the exhibit booth. Video and/or Audio Taping of any kind is prohibited
without express written permission.

CHARACTER OF EXHIBITS. The Producer shall have the right to deny lease of exhibit space to any prospective Exhibitor who intends to exhibit
products or services which, in the opinion of the Producer, do not constitute a natural wellness oriented product or service or, are not in keeping
with the character and quality of the show, or which too closely duplicates exhibits previously secured. Also, the Producer shall have the right to
relocate, remove, or prohibit all or any part of any exhibit, display, sign, catalog, souvenir, or other thing which, in their opinion is not in keeping
with the standards for the show, such as: appearance, cleanliness, noise, or odors.

Exhibitors and their agents, employees, or other representatives are not allowed to sell merchandise or give souvenirs or handbills of any kind
outside of their own exhibit space. Please note that it is illegal in Smith County to place flyers on the parked vehicles.

The Producer has the right to remove from or prohibit the admittance to the Hall of any person who engages or has engaged in conduct in the
Hall during a show sponsored by the Producer which, in the judgment of the Producer, is offensive to the character of the show or to any other
Exhibitor or its agents, employees, representatives, or customers.

Prepackaged and sealed food may be given away or sold from booths. If you plan to give away or sale food/s of any kind, BE SURE to contact the
health department to find out what is permissible.

17. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS/STANDARDS: The Exhibitor shall comply with all laws, standards, regulations and ordinances, including but not limited to
copyright laws (“applicable laws”). If the Show Host becomes aware of or learns of an exhibitor’s failure to comply with any such applicable law, that
failure to comply shall be cause for rejection or removal of Exhibitor and his exhibit from the Expo.

20. Indemnification: Exhibitor agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless Wellness Productions, Co., its officers, employees, and agents from and against
any and all third party claims and other liabilities (including reasonable attorney’s fees) that are caused by, arise from, or grow out of the negligent acts or
omissions of the Exhibitor, its agents, officers, employees, representatives, servants, invitees, patrons, or guests.

21. AGREEMENT By completing and submitting an application to exhibit online or written, you hereby confirm you have read, understand, and agree to these
terms. Applications submitted not signed or followed up by payment within ten (10) days of receipt are subject to refusal by Show Management.

22. Jurisdiction and Governing Law: This Agreement shall be governed under and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas, without
regard to its conflicts of law provisions. The city of Tyler, and State and Federal Courts located in Texas shall have exclusive jurisdiction over all suits and
proceedings arising out of or in conjunction with this Agreement. Both parties hereby submit to the jurisdiction of said courts for the purpose of any such
suits or proceedings.

23. NSF CHECKS In the event that the exhibitor’s check is returned by a bank due to insufficient funds, a $40 administration fee will be charged to the
exhibitor. Stop payment checks do not substitute for cancelling an exhibit outside the parameters of the contract.

24. FORCE MAJEURE. WPC shall not be liable for delay or failure of performance with respect to this Subscription caused by an Act of God, action by any
governmental or quasi-governmental entity, fire, flood, insurrection, riot, explosion, embargo, terrorist attacks, strikes whether legal or illegal, labor or
material shortage, transportation interruption of any kind, work slowdown, or any condition beyond the control of WPC (“Force Majeure Events”).

In such event, Show Management shall be entitled to retain such portion of the Contract Price as required to compensate for expenses incurred up to
the time of the Force Majeure Event. In the event that the facility in which the show is being held, or scheduled to be held, is destroyed or becomes
unavailable for occupancy, for reasons beyond the control of Show Management and its sponsors, or if for any reason Show Management is unable to
permit the exhibitor to occupy the facility or the space, or if the show is cancelled or curtailed, Show Management and sponsors will not be responsible
for any loss of business, loss of profits, damage, or expense of whatever nature that the exhibitor may suffer. The reasons listed include, but are not
limited to, such reasons as: casualty, explosion, fire, lightning, flood, weather, epidemic, earthquake, or other Acts of God, acts of public enemies, riots,
civil disturbances, strikes, lockouts or boycotts.

25. CANCELLATION POLICY: If Exhibitor cancels its commitment under the Lease in writing, which is received by the Producer within 90 days of the first day
of the event’s set up, the Producer shall apply rental payment minus a $75 processing fee toward a future event.

This will apply for two years. After 90 days, no credit is given.
26. All points not covered by these rules are subject to the judgment of the management. Printed guidelines may be adjusted subject to producer discretion.
